To put it simply, an impulse response is a capture of the speaker cabinet, the microphone, preamp, and any other gear in the

recordin

g chain.

t's a single .wav file that when run through an Impulse Response loader can simulate this chain very accurately.

Impulse Responses do not replace real amps or amp sims, just everything that happens after the amp head.

In a lot of setups, the cab and the mic are responsible for most of your tone. You can have the best tube amp head in the world
but if the cab is not chosen well, the microphone is in the wrong position or the signal is not processed properly, you will not
have a good time.

How to use impulse responses

Downloading Cloud IRs via Quad Cortex:

1. On the grid view click on the preset name to open the preset directory.

2. In the left-most panel, scroll all the way down to “Impulse Responses” and click on the tab to expand it.
3. Click on “Cloud IRs".

4. Find the IRs you uploaded to Cortex Cloud and click on the "Download” icon next to the IR name.

Accessing Installed IRs on Quad Cortex

1. On the grid view, add a new device.

. Scroll down to “IR Loader” and click on it.

Pick the appropriate loader option for your intended purpose (if unsure, select “Single (M)" to get started).
Open the “IR Loader” block on the grid view by tapping it.

. Tap on “Choose IR file"

. Pick one of the files you downloaded using the steps in the section above.

If you download the latest version of Kemper Rig Manager, you will be able to drag and drop .wav files (44.1 kHz
for Kemper) directly into the app.

Alternatively, you can convert the impulse responses into .kipr files with Cab Maker and copy onto a FAT32 formatted USB
thumb drive. When done, connect it to your Kemper, then press the ‘import’ button.

A note on Kemper use: experiment with using ‘direct’ or ‘'merged’ profiles if you have them. These had the amp head and cab
captured separately, so when you replace the cab with an IR, the head sound is modeled more accurately.

+ Start clean. For best results, don't just replace your old IRs with these in _u-s;.._;_’f‘ existing presets, as any
additional processing could negatively color the IRs. Start fresh! T A
» Use a good IR player. Some will alter the tone. "

+ Choose different IR files for left and right guitar to improve the stereo field.

» Start with one IR per guitar before blending multiple. A single IR can already contain multiple mic blends and is
a capture of a final tone | would dial in.
